JOHN CHIANG, J.D., Esq.:  Current
candidate for California Treasurer and
the highest ranking Asian-American in
public service. A native of New York,
reared in Illinois, John began his career
as a Tax Law Specialist with the Inter-
nal Revenue Service in Los Angeles. He
later served as an attorney with the
Office of the State Controller. John is a
graduate of Georgetown University Law
Center, where he was a member of the
Journal of Law and Technology. As you
may know, being a member of a law

journal or an author of a law review in
law school is a high honor in that law
school.  John is also an honors graduate
of the University of South Florida with
a degree in Finance.

John Chiang, Chair of the State
Board of Equalization (BOE), was re-
elected to his second term in 2002, as
one of California's twelve Constitutional
Officers. In 2004, John was elected by
unanimous vote of his colleagues as
Chair of the Board. John represents the
BOE's 4th District which includes 8.5
million persons living in 73 cities
throughout most of Los Angeles County.

JUDY CHU, Ph. D.: Current Candidate
for the State Board Equalization,
District 4 and is currently a California
assembly member.

Dr. Chu is the chair of the State
Assembly Appropriations Committee,
and a member of the Assembly Revenue
and Taxation Committee.  Dr. Chu
authored a landmark tax amnesty bill that
produced over $4 billion in revenue for
the state without raising taxes.  She
authored legislation to protect limited-
English speaking consumers from un-
scrupulous car dealers, to improve the
ability of a minor to file an employment
discrimination claim and to ban the toxic
chemical, phthalates, from cosmetic
products as is done in the European
Union.
